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THE ROLE OF COMMUNITY ASSOCIATIONS

Vadada Umamaheswar Rao,
Working President/AIPSKA.

The Community Associations are service oriented Associations but not profit making concerns. The
Associations have to play a pivotal and predominant role in the sphere of service to its community
people. The Association is treated as the "guardian” of the community. It is the primary duty of the
Association to see the welfare of its own community people. When a person slips into any problem,
he will come to his community first for help. The community Associations should also come forward
to help them in their need.

The prime focus of the Association should be on the orphans, needy and helpless people of
the community. There are some old people who need to go for treatment to other stations. They may
be rich but they may not have men power. In such cases the community Association should come
forward to help such people by sending one or two members from their side to attend and accompa-
ny them.

The Association can rehabilitate the poor people of its community by providing them sewing
machines, wet grinders, road side mobile stalls, Pan shops etc., out of its funds on loan basis so that
they can generate self employments and maintain their families with their income and also repay the
loans provided by the community Association in easy instalment basis as the century old Kharagpur
Sista Karana.

The community Association can also organise Free Medical Check up camps and blood donation
camps for their poor people of their community from time to time.

In those days in Kharagpur, our elders used to go to each and every member's house for collecting

monthly subscriptions and used to pass some time with those families. They used to hear their
family problems and advice and help them in all possible ways.

It is observed that we have many Marriage Bureaus today, actively working but there are some
lacunaes in maintaining the procedure as a result it is not giving expected results. Members who
show interest at the time of registering the names of their children with the Bureaus, they don't feel
it to be their moral obligation to inform the Bureaus when the marriages of their children are either
settled or performed through other sources/Bureaus. If the registrants inform the Bureaus, they can
delete such names.

Secondly, the Bureaus have no mechanism as of now to cross check the informations, furnished
by the parents of the Bride/Bride grooms as a result some people are facing lot of problems after
marriages. Either the spouse is already married and living separately without taking legal divorce
with each other or maintaining extra marital relationship openly or clandestinely or divocees having
kids or otherwise. In such cases the Bureau Members may also have to face some Legal complica-
tions. Ofcourse, the Bureaus are giving voluntarily service to the community people to the best of
their abilities. But the Association should also take some precautions before registering the names.
The Community Marriage Bureaus have to take little more pains by generating application forms
with all informations of the applicants. Contd...
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THE ROLE OF COMMUNITY ASSOCIATIONS

The candiates should also declare jointly with their parents that they are either unmarried /or divor-
cee/or widow/ widower specifically and in case, if their informations go wrong or there be any sup-
pression of facts, they are solely responsible but the Bureaus shall not be made responsible in any
way. Most of the marriages are becoming unsuccessful for dubious and misinformations regarding
their Educational Qualifications, jobs, salaries, family backgrounds, Compositions etc.

It is the duty of the beneficiaries to assist the Bureaus in letter and spirit.

The Association can give counselings to save the families from being ruined. Today, we see that
the people have no time, the people are mostly literates, in most of the families both wife and hus-
band are doing jobs. Self dependency, work culture, pressures, lack of endurance and mutual
understandings, provocations, egos, sentiments, harsh and hasty decisions, restless life style all
these things interfere, and vitiate their family life and they are getting separated from each other and
the families are being collapsing like house of cards as a result their innocent kids are becoming
prey to their emotional actions. It is really painful. The Community Associations can also interfere in
such cases and try to reconcile their differences amicably and save their marital relationships by
giving them proper counselings.

The Associations should have regular interactions with the community people, periodical gathering
by way of organising some social, cultural and religious functions, felicitations to the elders, picnics
etc., to improve mutual relationships. Women's participation is crying need to promote any Associa-
tion.

"Kalam Snehitulu" has done miraculous job by starting this group in such a critical situation when
the whole world was in panic state due to outbreak of Covid- 19 and the people were slipping into
depression out of fear of life. This wonderful group has achieved pinnacle of success in exhuming
our hidden talents, literature lovers, budding poets of our Community and bring all of them to a single
platform not only from the length and breadth of the country but also from some parts of the world.

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THE ANCIENT STYLE OF HUMAN RESOURCE MANAGEMENT Q

History is evident from the facts of Bhagvad Geeta narration that how in the ancient days human
resources were categorized and managed.

Our scriptures throw light on the 4 categories of caste system which set to be designed by Lord
Bramha - The Creator of Universe. The 4 caste were namely Brahmins, Kshatriyas, Vaishyas and
Shudras. This was later labeled as CASTE and described to be known as community / clan etc.
Term caste has no Indian origin. It derived from the Portiguese origin word CASTA.

The 4 castes were also popularly known as VARNAS, which describes type of working skills
they possess.

In our Bhagvad Geeta — 184, narrates an authentic quote —

O! Arjuna — All the different qualities of work of the various caste in society namely, the Brah-
mins, Kshatriyas, Vaishyas and Shudras are determined by their innate modes of their nature
(Gunas).

Further in Shantiparwa, Mahabharat also quotes --- there is no superior caste. These were clas-
sified and divided according their attributes (Gunas).

It is very interesting to know what does this actually meant by term used as GUNAS. Gunas
mean nature / attributes. Basing on the Skills , Will , Knowledge and Attitudes of a person, the
works were allotted and social structure were established.

As per Bhagwad Geeta, there are three types of human characters, All the three types of human
beings possess all these the characteristics, But it varies person to person. The dominating
Character( GUNAS} determine their status/categorization in the society which is later known as
CASTE({ i.e Brahmin , Kshatriya, Vaishya and Shudra).

RAJAS - Active — They are very Passionate, Always active, Excellent , Eery Emotional, Angry,
extreme in very thing

TAMAS — Quit - Very Lazy, Inactive, Non interactive, Dull, Likes to sleep, Non — awareness

SATVA - Graceful — Very intelligent, Knowledgeable, Balanced, Smart, Composed, Interactive,
Decisive, Stable and alert

In ancient time these characters that is Satva, Tamas and Rajas were deciding factors to deter-
mine and categorized in different castes.

If qualities of SATVA are dominating in their personality they are classified as Brahmins, and
they were considered for jobs like Teachers, Priests, Advisers, Decision makers, Mentors, Advo-
cates etc.

If RAJAS qualities are dominating they were classified as KSHATRYA and they were considered
for jobs like Risk takers, Soldiers, Fighters, Warriors etc.

If TAMAS qualities are dominating they are classified as SHUDRAS and they were considered
for the jobs like Service providers, Field workers, Helpers etc.
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If all the three qualities that is SATVA, RAJAS and TAMAS are in equal proportion they were
classified as VAISHYA and they were chosen for jobs like Mercantile services, Traders, Money
lenders, Business leaders etc.

This can be now seen in our corporate sectors and govt. institutions. The human resource man-
agement department recruits people basing on their skills, will, knowledge and attitudes by
arranging suitable tests at the time of engaging required man power. The top ranking post are
mostly occupied by those who possess highest skills, knowledge, will and leadership qualities.
Those who do not have these qualities are offered lower rank posts irrespective of their caste
classification.

The caste system which now prevailing was misinterpreted by some selfish motive people, to
satisfy their personal interest. With this prevailing caste system in the society later became a
system in the society. A Brahmin child will be Brahmin and Shudra’s child will be known as
Shudra only throughout their lifetime. This system has become a curse on the society and
spoiled social order and created social unrest.

Therefore, let us be clear our will, skill, attitude and knowledge is basis for our prospering in life
and not so called caste system which is a myth and forced on us.

The roads of the
Settlement will be decorated with flower festoons, colourful lights and various other
attractive decorations all around on the day of arrival of Goddess. Normally, Mata Puja starts
on Friday and ends on 9th day Sunday.

All these nine days, regular Pujas will be performed on both the times. Evening times the
rush becomes more. There will be fair near the Puja pendals. Temporary sweet, cold drink ,
Fruit, juice stalls, toy stalls etc. are installed near Mata puja pendal.

A puja schedule will be prepared well in advance with the knowledge and concurrence of
local administration and the dates will be so arranged that it should not clash with any other
settlement. Therefore the settlement pujas shall be permitted to organise one by one
according to their turn.

About four decades ago there used to be Mythological dramas lasting for 7-8 hrs.
continuously starting from 9.00.pm to morning 5.00 am and the people used to enjoy those
dramas without any blink. The renowned stage artists used to come from Andhra Pradesh.
The Mythological era gradually eroded by the slip of time. Besides dramas, Burra Katha and
Hari Katha also gained ground and became popular in those days.

Gradually, the taste of the people changed by the l[apse of time. The era of recording dances
entered. Youth used to like the dances but this dance cultural also oozed away like a spirit
of camphor within no time. Movie exhibitions near Pendals could not also survive for long.

On the ninth day, the immersion festival will be there. Devotees stand in bee ques to offer
their pujas in the morning. Chicken sacrifices will be there. At about 12.30 pm a bulk of food
with different types of home made south Indian preparations, called "KUMBHAM™ will be
offered to the Goddess and will be distributed the same as “"Prasad”™ to the devotees. Whole
day the dances of human tigers, bears, fancy dressed people will be seen dancing in the
settlement. In the evening the well decorated roads with the tableau of various Gods and
Goddesses, dances on decorated stages, human tiger dances, etc. and at the end the deity
Solapuri Mara will be there and this long procession will be continued up to late night.

The people who left Kharagpur for good and settled in out stations will come during these
celebrations and rejuvenate their memories with their friends and relatives.

Solapuri Mata is a powerful Goddess. Kharagpurians have abundant faith in Solapuri Mata.
Mata solves people's every problem. One who believes her she never let them go with empty
hands. Let us seek her blessings.
