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LOOKING BACK, LOOKING AHEAD FOR A NEW INDIA

On August 15, 2021 India will enter the Year of Diamond Jubilee of independence. We
got freedom in 1947, after British Rule for about two centuries. India made rapid
strides in Agriculture (Primary), Industry (Secondary) and Services (Tertiary) Sec-
tors. Its population is 1.38 billion now, out of a total world’s size of 7.80 billion, and
New Delhi as Capital city, the two apex Houses of Representatives, Lok Sabha and
Rajya Sabha led by the President, Vice President, Prime Minister, Speaker and Coun-
cil of Ministers all elected by the Citizen in a democratic process. An independent
judiciary in the Supreme Court and highly professional bureaucracy support the gov-
ernance of India. A large network of Indian Railways and other transport organisa-
tions, roadways, airways, etc connect all corners of the country.

India suffered several foreign invasions like Moghuls, Britishers, French, Dutch and
Portuguese. Freedom struggles were peacefully led by tall leaders like Mahatma
Gandhi ji, Netaji Subhash Chandra Bose, Jawaharlal Nehru, Sardar Vallabh Bhai
Patel, Tilak, Savarkar, Kamarajar, Jhansi Rani and others. Quit India Movement of
1942 was the last fight to yield results. India experienced attacks on the border from
Chinese (1962), Pakistan (1965, 1971 and 1998) on an ongoing basis. Today, the coun-
try is administered with 28 States and 8 UTs. Indian Constitution was framed on Janu-
ary 26, 1950 by Dr. BR Ambedkar. It has religions of Hindus (80%), Muslims (14%),
Christians (2.3%), Sikhs (1.72%), Buddhists (0.70%) and Jains (0.37%). Hindi is the
National Language. India’s Literacy Rate is at 74.4%, (Males 82.14% and Females
65.46%) .

India is endowed with natural resources like Coal, Iron, Manganese, Mica, etc. The
major rivers are Ganga, Yamuna, Saraswathi, Cauvery, Brahmaputra, Krishna, Goda-
vari, Mahanadi and others. The country is an Agrarian Economy, but over the years,
concerted efforts were made to enhance the contribution of industry and services
Sectors. The country was led by illustrious Prime Ministers like SIShri Nehru, Sastri,
Smt. Indira, Rajeev, PV Narasimha Rao, Vajpayee, Dr Manmohan Singh and now Nar-
endra Modi Ji. President of India is the Head of State and First Citizen as also heads
the three Defence Services. Fourteen Eminent Statesmen like S/Shri Rajendra
Prasad, Radhakrishnan, VV Giri, Zakir Hussain, Sanjiva Reddy, Zail Singh, APJ Abdul
Kalam, Smt Pratibha Patil, and now Shri Ram Nath Kovind Ji adore the position.

Remarkable level of development of industry and agriculture were achieved through
12 Five Year Plans from 1951 under the aegis of Planning Commission of India (now
called as NITI Ayog). Setting up of national institutions like IFCI (1948), RBI
(1934/1948), SBI (1955), LIC and GIC (1956), ICICI (1956), IDBI (1964), DICGC (1964),
NABARD (1982), SIDBI (1992), besides EXIM Bank, ECGC, BSE/INSE, SEBI, NSDL,
CDSL, CRISIL, ICRA, CARE, FCI, ISRO, DRDO, IITs, NIITs, lIMs, etc led to transform-
ing India in to a formidable progressive country to become an Emerging Economy.
Having achieved commanding heights in several fields like Science & Technology,
Industrial Production, Infrastructure, Irrigation, Education, Exports, etc., India is look-
ing forward to scale up in 2022 and attain a level of 5 trillion Dollars economy. Let us
all re-dedicate in the Nation Building process dreamt by our Father of Nation.
